 CAUTION: The abrasion/edge protector (1) does NOT replace the
adhesive protective foil included with the BLAZE saddlebag set! Use the
adhesive protective foil as described in the mounting instructions for the
BLAZE saddlebag set!

Determine the contact points for the BLAZE saddlebags on both sides of the
vehicle rear; make sure that the BLAZE saddlebags are attached and loaded
as specified in the mounting instructions for the BLAZE saddlebag set.

Thoroughly clean any grease and dirt residues from the determined adhesive
positions.

Remove the foils from the adhesive surfaces of the abrasion/edge protectors
(1).

Now glue the abrasion/edge protectors (1) to the previously determined
locations for the BLAZE saddlebags (the positions shown in the illustrations
serve as examples).
 NOTE: If the BLAZE saddlebags have several contact points with the
motorcycle, the edge protectors must be cut through and glued separately.

Check the correct positioning of the abrasion/edge protectors (1) again once
the BLAZE saddlebags have been loaded.
